Requirements

In accordance with the following provisions of the JCI Hong Kong, China’s By-Laws (“By-Laws”), applications for full affiliation must meet the requirements listed below. Terms used herein shall have the same meanings as those defined in the By-Laws, unless otherwise states.

Bylaw 4 - Local Organization Members (LOM)
Section 1 – Definition 

An organization or entity whose objects and activities are in accord with the purpose of the Chamber, and which is formally affiliated to the Chamber, shall be LOM of the Chamber.

Section 2 – Qualifications

a. Affiliation as a LOM shall only be granted provided that the applicant has been a Provisional Organization Member for at least six (6) months.

b. LOMs shall maintain age limits of not less than 18 and not more than 40 for Individual Members, provided that membership shall continue until the end of the calendar year in which the person reaches the age of 40 years, except the National Immediate Past President who may serve beyond that calendar year in that capacity, for not more than one (1) year.

c. The Chamber encourages LOMs to abstain from any discrimination except on the ground of age.

d. Applicants for affiliation shall be required to exhibit a reasonable history of organizational stability, including a proper and well-integrated committee system to implement projects that serve to fulfil and/or further the purpose of the Chamber.

e. Applicants for affiliation must have at least 25 Individual Members.

f. Applicants for affiliation must have received the supervision of a member of the National Board of Directors duly appointed by the National President for such purpose for at least 6 months before the application will be considered.

g. Applicants for affiliation must be represented by one of their officers at the National Convention (as mentioned under Article 10 herein below) at which they seek full affiliation.

Section 3 – Special Requirement

Each application for LOM membership must reach the National Secretariat (as mentioned under Article 17 herein below) not later than 30 days before the opening date of the National Convention at which affiliation is sought.

Each application shall be accompanied by such details of the following matters as may be deemed appropriate by the National Board of Directors.

(a)  Name and address

(b)  Name and addresses of the officers and directors of the applicant

(c)  A list of names and addresses of the applicant’s members
(d)  A list of applicant’s members who will convert to Individual Members and remain as Prospective Members upon affiliation
(e)  Particulars of incorporation

(f)  A copy of the constitution and by-laws of the applicant

(g)  Brief report on the formation of the applicant and achievement during the period at which the applicant is a Provisional Organization Member of the Chamber

(h)  Brief plan for the following year and extension plan and target

(i)  The applicable dues for all Individual Members of the applicant

(j)  Certification of supervising member of the National Board of Directors (as mentioned in Article 8-7 herein below) and his recommendation to affiliate the applicant.

Section 4 – Procedure

The procedure for affiliation of a new LOM shall be as follows :

a) The applicant shall complete a form furnished by the National Secretary General.

b) This form, together with all materials requested therein, shall be transmitted by the National 

Secretariat to the National Secretary General. A copy of such shall be transmitted by the 

National Secretariat to the National President and a member of the National Board of 

Directors who has been assigned by the National President to take care of the membership 

affairs.

c) The National Board of Directors shall convene a special meeting to study the application 

and decide whether they shall recommend approval to the General Meeting.

Section 5 – Approval of Affiliation

Application for Local Organization Membership which meets the requirements of these By-Laws and the Memorandum and Articles of Association of the Chamber shall be approved by two-third (2/3) of the votes cast at the General Meeting of the National Convention.

Obligation
In accordance with the following provisions of the By-Laws, an affiliated LOM must fulfill the obligations listed below.

Bylaw 8 – Obligations of LOMs
a) LOMs shall observe and be bound by the Memorandum and Articles of Association and By-Laws of the Chamber.

b) LOMs shall be non-profit making entities.

c) LOMs shall notify the Chamber of any changes or revisions of their Memorandum and Articles of Associations, By-Laws and/or regulations as may be applicable from time to time.

d) LOMs shall declare their Individual Membership to the Chamber with full list of names and addresses of such Individual Members quarterly at the meeting of the presidents of  LOMs, National Board of Directors and project chairmen (hereafter referred to “Joint Board of Directors’ Meetings”).

e) LOMs shall observe and be bound by resolutions so passed at the Chamber’s General Meetings.

f) LOMs shall notify the National Board of Directors the date, time and place and Agenda of their Board Meetings and General Meetings, and furnish the National Board of Directors with copies of the minutes of such meetings.

g) LOMs shall accept supervision from National Board of Directors or Member of the National Board of Directors so appointed by the National President.

h) LOMs shall make reports to the Chamber on specific matters from time to time as may be required by the National President, or Member of the National Board of Directors within the scope of their respective responsibilities.

Membership Dues
Applicant seeking for full affiliation must settle membership dues as instructed in policy manual.


Section 3.17 – Special Requirement

Pro rata membership dues of converted Ordinary Members is payable by the affiliated Chapter as of the GM adoption date in accordance with Article 4-3(h) of the By-Laws.
